#001 [25 Pa. Code § 121.1]
Definitions.

Words and terms that are not otherwise defined in this permit shall have the meanings set forth in Section 3 of the Air
Pollution Control Act (35 P.S. § 4003) and in 25 Pa. Code § 121.1.

#002 [25 Pa. Code § 127.446]
Operating Permit Duration.

(a) This operating permitis issued for a fixed term of five (5) years and shall expire on the date specified on Page 1 of
this permit.

(b) The terms and conditions of the expired permit shall automatically continue pending issuance of a new operating
permit, provided the permittee has submitted a timely and complete application and paid applicable fees required
under 25 Pa. Code Chapter 127, Subchapter | and the Department is unable, through no fault of the permittee, to issue
or deny a new permit before the expiration of the previous permit.

#003 [25 Pa. Code 8§88 127.412,127.413,127.414,127.446 & 127.703(b)]
Permit Renewal.

(a) The permittee shall submita timely and complete application for renewal of the operating permit to the appropriate
Regional Air Program Manager. The application for renewal of the operating permit shall be submitted at least six (6)
months and not more than 18 months before the expiration date of this permit.

(b) The application for permit renewal shall include the current permit number, a description of any permit revisions that
occurred during the permit term, and any applicable requirements that were promulgated and notincorporated into the
permitduring the permitterm. An application is complete if it contains sufficient information to begin processing the
application, has the applicable sections completed and has been signed by a responsible official.

(c) The permittee shall submit with the renewal application a fee for the processing of the application as specified in 25
Pa. Code § 127.703(b). The fees shall be made payable to "The Commonwealth of Pennsylvania Clean Air Fund" and
submitted with the fee form to the respective regional office.

(d) The renewal application shall also include submission of proof that the local municipality and county, in which the
facility is located, have been notified in accordance with 25 Pa. Code § 127.413.

(e) The application for renewal of the operating permit shall also include submission of supplemental compliance
review forms in accordance with the requirements of 25 Pa. Code 8 127.412(b) and § 127.412(j).

(f) The permittee, upon becoming aware that any relevant facts were omitted or incorrect information was submitted in
the permit application, shall promptly submit such supplementary facts or corrected information as necessaryto
address anyrequirements that become applicable to the source after the permittee submits a complete application, but
prior to the date the Department takes action on the permit application.

#004 [25 Pa. Code § 127.703]
Operating Permit Fees under Subchapter I.

(a) The permittee shall paythe annual operating permit maintenance fee according to the following fee schedule in
either paragraph (1) or (2) in accordance with 25 Pa. Code § 127.703(d) on or before December 31 of each year for the
next calendar year.
(1) For a synthetic minor facility, a fee equal to:
(i) Fourthousand dollars ($4,000) for calendar years 2021—2025.
(i) Five thousand dollars ($5,000) for calendar years 2026—2030.

(iii) Sixthousand three hundred dollars ($6,300) for the calendar years beginning with 2031.
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C SECTION B. General State Only Requirements )

(2) For a facility that is not a synthetic minor, a fee equal to:
(i) Two thousand dollars ($2,000) for calendar years 2021—2025.
(ii) Two thousand five hundred dollars ($2,500) for calendar years 2026—2030.
(iii) Three thousand one hundred dollars ($3,100) for the calendar years beginning with 2031.

(b) The applicable fees shall be made payable to "The Commonwealth of Pennsylvania Clean Air Fund" with the permit
number clearly indicated and submitted to the respective regional office.

#005 [25 Pa. Code 88 127.450 (a)(4) and 127.464]
Transfer of Operating Permits.

(a) This operating permit may not be transferred to another person, exceptin cases of transfer-of-ownership that are
documented and approved by the Department.

(b) In accordance with 25 Pa. Code § 127.450(a)(4), a change in ownership of the source shall be treated as an
administrative amendment if the Department determines that no other change in the permitis required and a written
agreement has been submitted to the Department identifying the specific date of the transfer of permit responsibility,
coverage and liability between the current and the new permittee and a compliance review form has been submitted to,
and the permit transfer has been approved by, the Department.

(c) This operating permitis valid only for those specific sources and the specific source locations described in this
permit.

#006 [25 Pa. Code § 127.441 and 35 P.S. § 4008]
Inspection and Entry.

(&) Upon presentation of credentials and other documents as may be required by law, the permittee shall allow the
Department or authorized representatives of the Department to perform the following:

(1) Enter atreasonable times upon the permittee's premises where a source is located or emissions related activity
is conducted, or where records are kept under the conditions of this permit;

(2) Have access to and copy, atreasonable times, any records that are kept under the conditions of this permit;

(3) Inspectatreasonable times, any facilities, equipment including monitoring and air pollution control equipment,
practices, or operations regulated or required under this permit;

(4) Sample or monitor, atreasonable times, any substances or parameters, for the purpose of assuring compliance
with the permit or applicable requirements as authorized by the Clean Air Act, the Air Pollution Control Act, or the
regulations promulgated under the Acts.

(b) Pursuantto 35 P.S. § 4008, no person shall hinder, obstruct, prevent or interfere with the Department or its
personnel in the performance of any duty authorized under the Air Pollution Control Act or regulations adopted
thereunder including denying the Department access to a source at this facility. Refusal of entry or access may
constitute grounds for permit revocation and assessment of criminal and/or civil penalties.

(c) Nothing in this permit condition shall limit the ability of the EPAto inspect or enter the premises of the permittee in
accordance with Section 114 or other applicable provisions of the Clean Air Act.

#007 [25 Pa. Code 88 127.441 & 127.444]
Compliance Requirements.

(a) The permittee shall comply with the conditions of this operating permit. Noncompliance with this permit constitutes
a violation of the Clean Air Act and the Air Pollution Control Act and is grounds for one or more of the following:
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C SECTION B. General State Only Requirements

(1) Enforcementaction
(2) Permittermination, revocation and reissuance or modification
(3) Denial of a permitrenewal application

(b) Aperson may notcause or permitthe operation of a source which is subject to 25 Pa. Code Article lll unless the
source(s) and air cleaning devices identified in the application for the plan approval and operating permit and the plan
approval issued for the source is operated and maintained in accordance with specifications in the applications and
the conditions in the plan approval and operating permitissued by the Department. Aperson may not cause or permit
the operation of an air contamination source subject to 25 Pa. Code Chapter 127 in a manner inconsistent with good
operating practices.

(c) For purposes of Sub-condition (b) of this permit condition, the specifications in applications for plan approvals and
operating permits are the physical configurations and engineering design details which the Department determines
are essential for the permittee's compliance with the applicable requirements in this State-Only permit. Nothing in this
sub-condition shall be construed to create an independent affirmative duty upon the permittee to obtain a
predetermination from the Department for physical configuration or engineering design detail changes made bythe
permittee.

#008 [25 Pa. Code § 127.441]
Need to Halt or Reduce Activity Not a Defense.

It shall not be a defense for the permittee in an enforcement action that it was necessaryto halt or reduce the permitted
activity in order to maintain compliance with the conditions of this permit.

#009 [25 Pa. Code 88 127.442(a) & 127.461]
Duty to Provide Information.

(a) The permittee shall submit reports to the Department containing information the Department may prescribe relative
to the operation and maintenance of each source at the facility.

(b) The permittee shall furnish to the Department, in writing, information that the Department may request to determine
whether cause exists for modifying, revoking and reissuing, or terminating this permit, or to determine compliance with
the permit. Upon request, the permittee shall also furnish to the Department copies of records that the permittee is
required to maintain in accordance with this permit.

#010 [25 Pa. Code § 127.461]
Revising an Operating Permit for Cause.

This operating permit may be terminated, modified, suspended or revoked and reissued if one or more of the following
applies:

(1) The permittee constructs or operates the source subject to the operating permit so thatitis in violation of the Air
Pollution Control Act, the Clean Air Act, the regulations thereunder, a plan approval, a permit or in a manner that causes
air pollution.

(2) The permittee fails to properly or adequately maintain or repair an air pollution control device or equipment attached
to or otherwise made a part of the source.

(3) The permittee has failed to submit a report required by the operating permit or an applicable regulation.

(4) The EPAdetermines thatthe permitis notin compliance with the Clean Air Act or the regulations thereunder.

#011 [25 Pa. Code §8 127.450, 127.462,127.465 & 127.703]
Operating Permit Modifications

(a) The permittee is authorized to make administrative amendments, minor operating permit modifications and
significant operating permit modifications, under this permit, as outlined below:
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C SECTION B. General State Only Requirements )

(b) Administrative Amendments. The permittee shall submit the application for administrative operating permit
amendments (as defined in 25 Pa. Code 8 127.450(a)), according to procedures specified in § 127.450 unless
precluded bythe Clean Air Act or its regulations.

(c) Minor Operating Permit Modifications. The permittee shall submit the application for minor operating permit
modifications (as defined 25 Pa. Code § 121.1) in accordance with 25 Pa. Code § 127.462.

(d) Significant Operating Permit Modifications. The permittee shall submit the application for significant operating
permit modifications in accordance with 25 Pa. Code § 127.465.

(e) The applicable fees shall be made payable to "The Commonwealth of Pennsylvania Clean Air Fund" with the permit
number clearly indicated and submitted to the respective regional office.

#012 [25 Pa. Code § 127.441]
Severability Clause.

The provisions of this permit are severable, and if any provision of this permitis determined by a court of competent
jurisdiction to be invalid or unenforceable, such a determination will not affect the remaining provisions of this permit.

#013 [25 Pa. Code § 127.449]
De Minimis Emission Increases.

(a) This permit authorizes de minimis emission increases in accordance with 25 Pa. Code § 127.449 so long as the
permittee provides the Department with seven (7) days prior written notice before commencing any de minimis
emissions increase. The written notice shall:

(1) Identify and describe the pollutants that will be emitted as a result of the de minimis emissions increase.

(2) Provide emission rates expressed in tons per year and in terms necessaryto establish compliance consistent
with any applicable requirement.

(b) The Department may disapprove or condition de minimis emission increases atanytime.

(c) Except as provided below in (d), the permittee is authorized to make de minimis emission increases (expressed in
tons per year) up to the following amounts without the need for a plan approval or prior issuance of a permit
modification:

(1) Fourtons of carbon monoxide from a single source during the term of the permit and 20 tons of carbon monoxide
at the facility during the term of the permit.

(2) One ton of NOxfrom a single source during the term of the permitand 5 tons of NOx at the facility during the term
of the permit.

(3) One and six-tenths tons of the oxides of sulfur from a single source during the term of the permit and 8.0 tons of
oxides of sulfur at the facility during the term of the permit.

(4) Six-tenths of aton of PM10 from a single source during the term of the permit and 3.0 tons of PM10 at the facility
during the term of the permit. This shall include emissions of a pollutant regulated under Section 112 of the Clean Air
Act unless precluded by the Clean Air Act, the regulations thereunder or 25 Pa. Code Article Ill.

(5) One ton of VOCs from a single source during the term of the permit and 5.0 tons of VOCs at the facility during the
term of the permit. This shall include emissions of a pollutant regulated under Section 112 of the Clean Air Act unless
precluded by the Clean Air Act, the regulations thereunder or 25 Pa. Code Article IIl.

(6) Other sources and classes of sources determined to be of minor significance by the Department.

(d) In accordance with § 127.14, the permittee is authorized to install the following minor sources without the need for a
plan approval or permit modification:
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(1) Air conditioning or ventilation systems not designed to remove pollutants generated or released from other
sources.

(2) Combustion units rated at 2,500,000 or less Btu per hour of heat input.

(3) Combustion units with a rated capacity of less than 10,000,000 Btu per hour heat input fueled by natural gas
supplied by a public utility or by commercial fuel oils which are No. 2 or lighter, viscosity less than or equal to 5.82 ¢ St,
and which meet the sulfur content requirements of 25 Pa. Code §123.22 (relating to combustion units). For purposes
of this permit, commercial fuel oil shall be virgin oil which has no reprocessed, recycled or waste material added.

(4) Space heaters which heat by direct heat transfer.
(5) Laboratory equipment used exclusively for chemical or physical analysis.
(6) Other sources and classes of sources determined to be of minor significance by the Department.

(e) This permit does not authorize de minimis emission increases if the emissions increase would cause one or more
of the following:

(1) Increase the emissions of a pollutant regulated under Section 112 of the Clean Air Act except as authorized in
Subparagraphs (c)(4) and (5) of this permit condition.

(2) Subject the facility to the prevention of significant deterioration requirements in 25 Pa. Code Chapter 127,
Subchapter D and/or the new source review requirements in Subchapter E.

(3) Violate any applicable requirement of this permit, the Air Pollution Control Act, the Clean Air Act, or the regulations
promulgated under either of the acts.

(f) Emissions authorized under this permit condition shall be included in the monitoring, recordkeeping and reporting
requirements of this permit.

(9) Except for de minimis emission increases, installation of minor sources made pursuantto this permit condition and
Plan Approval Exemptions under 25 Pa. Code § 127.14 (relating to exemptions), the permittee is prohibited from
making changes or engaging in activities that are not specifically authorized under this permit without first applying for a
plan approval. In accordance with § 127.14(b), a plan approval is not required for the construction, modification,
reactivation, or installation of the sources creating the de minimis emissions increase.

(h) The permittee may not meet de minimis emission threshold levels by offsetting emission increases or decreases
atthe same source.

#014 [25 Pa. Code § 127.3]
Operational Hexibility.

The permittee is authorized to make changes within the facility in accordance with the regulatory provisions outlined in
25 Pa. Code 8§ 127.3 (relating to operational flexibility) to implement the operational flexibility requirements provisions
authorized under Section 6.1(i) of the Air Pollution Control Act and the operational flexibility terms and conditions of this
permit. The provisions in 25 Pa. Code Chapter 127 which implement the operational flexibility requirements include the
following:

(1) Section 127.14 (relating to exemptions)

(2) Section 127.447 (relating to alternative operating scenarios)

(3) Section 127.448 (relating to emissions trading at facilities with Federally enforceable emissions caps)

(4) Section 127.449 (relating to de minimis emission increases)

(5) Section 127.450 (relating to administrative operating permitamendments)
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(6) Section 127.462 (relating to minor operating permit modifications)

(7) Subchapter H (relating to general plan approvals and general operating permits)

#015 [25 Pa. Code § 127.11]
Reactivation

(a) The permittee may not reactivate a source that has been out of operation or production for at least one year unless
the reactivation is conducted in accordance with a plan approval granted by the Department or in accordance with
reactivation and maintenance plans developed and approved by the Departmentin accordance with 25 Pa. Code §
127.11a(a).

(b) Asource which has been out of operation or production for more than five (5) years but less than 10 years may be
reactivated and will not be considered a new source if the permittee satisfies the conditions specified in 25 Pa. Code §
127.11a(b).

#016 [25 Pa. Code § 127.36]
Health Risk-based Emission Standards and Operating Practice Requirements.

(a) When needed to protect public health, welfare and the environment from emissions of hazardous air pollutants
from new and existing sources, the permittee shall comply with the health risk-based emission standards or operating
practice requirements imposed by the Department, except as precluded by 88 6.6(d)(2) and (3) of the Air Pollution
Control Act [35 P.S. § 4006.6(d)(2) and (3)].

(b) Aperson challenging a performance or emission standard established by the Department has the burden to
demonstrate that performance or emission standard does not meet the requirements of Section 112 of the Clean Air
Act.

#017 [25 Pa. Code § 121.9]
Circumvention.

No person may permit the use of a device, stack height which exceeds good engineering practice stack height,
dispersion technique or other technique which, without resulting in reduction of the total amount of air contaminants
emitted, conceals or dilutes an emission of air contaminants which would otherwise be in violation of 25 Pa. Code
Article lll, except that with prior approval of the Department, the device or technique may be used for control of malodors.

#018 [25 Pa. Code §8 127.402(d) & 127.442]
Reporting Requirements.

(a) The permittee shall comply with the applicable reporting requirements of the Clean Air Act, the regulations
thereunder, the Air Pollution Control Act and 25 Pa. Code Article lll including Chapters 127, 135 and 139.

(b) The permittee shall submit reports to the Department containing information the Department may prescribe relative
to the operation and maintenance of any air contamination source.

(c) Reports, test data, monitoring data, notifications and requests for renewal of the permit shall be submitted to the:

Regional Air Program Manager

PA Department of Environmental Protection

(Atthe address given in the permit transmittal letter, or otherwise
notified)

(d) Anyrecords or information including applications, forms, or reports submitted pursuant to this permit condition
shall contain a certification by a responsible official as to truth, accuracy and completeness. The certifications
submitted under this permit shall require a responsible official of the facility to certify that based on information and
belief formed after reasonable inquiry, the statements and information in the documents are true, accurate and
complete.

(e) Anyrecords, reports or information submitted to the Department shall be available to the public except for such
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records, reports or information which meet the confidentiality requirements of § 4013.2 of the Air Pollution Control Act
and 88 112(d) and 114(c) of the Clean Air Act. The permittee may not request a claim of confidentiality for any
emissions data generated for the facility.

#019

Sampling, Testing and Monitoring Procedures.

[25 Pa. Code §§ 127.441(c) & 135.5]

(a) The permittee shall comply with the monitoring, recordkeeping or reporting requirements of 25 Pa. Code Chapter
139 and the other applicable requirements of 25 Pa. Code Article lll and additional requirements related to monitoring,
reporting and recordkeeping required by the Clean Air Act and the regulations thereunder including the Compliance
Assurance Monitoring requirements of 40 CFR Part 64, where applicable.

(b) Unless alternative methodology is required by the Clean Air Act and regulations adopted thereunder, sampling,
testing and monitoring required by or used by the permittee to demonstrate compliance with any applicable regulation
or permit condition shall be conducted in accordance with the requirements of 25 Pa. Code Chapter 139.

#020

Recordkeeping.

[25 Pa. Code §8 127.441(c) and 135.5]

(a) The permittee shall maintain and make available, upon request by the Department, the following records of
monitored information:

(1) The date, place (as defined in the permit) and time of sampling or measurements.

(2) The dates the analyses were performed.

(3) The company or entity that performed the analyses.

(4) The analytical techniques or methods used.

(5) The results of the analyses.

(6) The operating conditions as existing atthe time of sampling or measurement.
(b) The permittee shall retain records of any required monitoring data and supporting information for at least five (5)
years from the date of the monitoring, sample, measurement, report or application. Supporting information includes
the calibration data and maintenance records and original strip-chart recordings for continuous monitoring
instrumentation, and copies of reports required by the permit.
(c) The permittee shall maintain and make available to the Department upon request, records including computerized
records that may be necessaryto comply with the reporting, recordkeeping and emission statement requirements in 25
Pa. Code Chapter 135 (relating to reporting of sources). In accordance with 25 Pa. Code Chapter 135, § 135.5, such
records may include records of production, fuel usage, maintenance of production or pollution control equipment or

other information determined by the Department to be necessary for identification and quantification of potential and
actual air contaminant emissions.

Property Rights.

The permittee is authorized to make changes at the facility to implement alternative operating scenarios identified in
this permitin accordance with 25 Pa. Code § 127.447.
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#023 [25 Pa. Code §135.3]
Reporting

(a) Ifthe facility is a Synthetic Minor Facility, the permittee shall submit by March 1 of each year an annual emissions
report for the preceding calendar year. The report shall include information for all active previously reported sources,
new sources which were first operated during the preceding calendar year, and sources modified during the same

period which were not previously reported. All air emissions from the facility should be estimated and reported.

(b) Asource owner or operator of a Synthetic Minor Facility may request an extension of time from the Department for
the filing of an annual emissions report, and the Department may grant the extension for reasonable cause.

(1) Afire setto prevent or abate a fire hazard, when approved by the Department and set by or under the supervision of a
public officer.

(2) Afire set for the purpose of instructing personnel in fire fighting, when approved by the Department.

Code §139.53(b) a complete testreport shall include a summary of the emission results on the first
page of the reportindicating if each pollutant measured is within permitted limits and a statement of compliance or non-
compliance with all applicable permit conditions. The summaryresults will include, at a minimum, the following
information:

(1) Astatementthatthe owner or operator has reviewed the report from the emissions testing body and agrees with the
findings.

(2) Permitnumber(s) and condition(s) which are the basis for the evaluation.

(3) Summary of results with respect to each applicable permit condition.

(4) Statement of compliance or non-compliance with each applicable permit condition.

In order to not be classified as storage vessel affected facilities under 40 CFR Part 60 Subpart OO0O0Qa, potential VOC
emissions from each produced water storage vessel may not exceed 6 tpy in any consecutive 12-month period. The
potential for VOC emissions must be calculated using a generally accepted model or calculation methodology based on the
maximum average daily produced water throughput for each 30-day period of production within the 12-month period.

(9) of this section.

(2) Technique for determining fugitive emissions (i.e., Method 21 at 40 CFR part 60, appendix A-7, or optical gas
imaging).

(3) Manufacturer and model number of fugitive emissions detection equipment to be used.

(4) Procedures and timeframes for identifying and repairing fugitive emissions components from which fugitive
emissions are detected, including timeframes for fugitive emission components that are unsafe to repair. Your repair
schedule must meet the requirements of paragraph (h) of this section ata minimum.

Operating permit terms and conditions.

As used in Subpart OO0Oa, pursuant to §60.5430a, all terms not defined herein shall have the meaning given them in the
Act, in subpart A or subpart VWa of part 60; and the following terms shall have the specific meanings given them:

API Gravity means the weight per unit volume of hydrocarbon liquids as measured by a system recommended by the
American Petroleum Institute (API) and is expressed in degrees.

Capital expenditure means, in addition to the definition in 40 CFR 60.2, an expenditure for a physical or operational change
to an existing facility that exceeds P, the product of the facility's replacement cost, R, and an adjusted annual asset guideline

repair allowance, A, as reflected by the following equation: P = R x A, where:

(1) The adjusted annual asset guideline repair allowance, A, is the product of the percent of the replacement cost, Y, and
the applicable basic annual asset guideline repair allowance, B, divided by 100 as reflected by the following equation:

A=Y x (B + 100);

(2) The percent Y is determined from the following equation: Y=1.0 - 0.575 log x, where x is 2011 minus the year of
construction; and

(3) The applicable basic annual asset guideline repair allowance, B, is 4.5.

Centrifugal compressor means any machine for raising the pressure of a natural gas by drawing in low pressure natural
gas and discharging significantly higher pressure natural gas by means of mechanical rotating vanes or impellers. Screw,
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sliding vane, and liquid ring compressors are not centrifugal compressors for the purposes of this subpart.
Certifying official means one of the following:

(1) For a corporation: Apresident, secretary, treasurer, or vice-president of the corporation in charge of a principal
business function, or any other person who performs similar policy or decision-making functions for the corporation, or a
duly authorized representative of such person if the representative is responsible for the overall operation of one or more

manufacturing, production, or operating facilities applying for or subject to a permit and either:

(i) The facilities employ more than 250 persons or have gross annual sales or expenditures exceeding $25 million (in
second quarter 1980 dollars); or

(if) The Administrator is notified of such delegation of authority prior to the exercise of that authority. The Administrator
reserves the right to evaluate such delegation;

(2) For a partnership (including but not limited to general partnerships, limited partnerships, and limited liability
partnerships) or sole proprietorship: Ageneral partner or the proprietor, respectively. If a general partner is a corporation,
the provisions of paragraph (1) of this definition apply;

(3) [Not applicable]; or

(4) For affected facilities:

(i) The designated representative in so far as actions, standards, requirements, or prohibitions under title IV of the
Clean Air Act or the regulations promulgated thereunder are concerned; or

(i) The designated representative for any other purposes under part 60.

Collection system means any infrastructure that conveys gas or liquids from the well site to another location for treatment,
storage, processing, recycling, disposal or other handling.

Compressor station means any permanent combination of one or more compressors that move natural gas atincreased
pressure through gathering or transmission pipelines, or into or out of storage. This includes, butis not limited to, gathering
and boosting stations and transmission compressor stations. The combination of one or more compressors located at a
well site, or located at an onshore natural gas processing plant, is nota compressor station for purposes of §60.5397a.

Condensate means hydrocarbon liquid separated from natural gas that condenses due to changes in the temperature,
pressure, or both, and remains liquid at standard conditions.

Crude oil and natural gas source category means:
(1) [Not applicable]; and

(2) Natural gas production, processing, transmission, and storage, which include the well and extend to, but do not
include, the local distribution company custody transfer station.

Custody transfer means the transfer of crude oil or natural gas after processing and/or treatment in the producing
operations, or from storage vessels or automatic transfer facilities or other such equipment, including product loading
racks, to pipelines or any other forms of transportation.

Dehydrator means a device in which an absorbent directly contacts a natural gas stream and absorbs water in a contact
tower or absorption column (absorber).

Deviation means anyinstance in which an affected source subject to this subpart, or an owner or operator of such a source:

(1) Fails to meet any requirement or obligation established by this subpartincluding, but not limited to, any emission limit,
operating limit, or work practice standard;
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(2) Fails to meet anyterm or condition that is adopted to implement an applicable requirementin this subpart and that is
included in the operating permit for any affected source required to obtain such a permit; or

(3) Fails to meet any emission limit, operating limit, or work practice standard in this subpart during startup, shutdown, or
malfunction, regardless of whether or not such failure is permitted by this subpart.

Equipment, as used in the standards and requirements in this subpart relative to the equipment leaks of GHG (in the form
of methane) and VOC from onshore natural gas processing plants, means each pump, pressure relief device, open-ended
valve or line, valve, and flange or other connector thatis in VOC service or in wet gas service, and any device or system
required bythose same standards and requirements in this subpart.

Field gas means feedstock gas entering the natural gas processing plant.
Field gas gathering means the system used transport field gas from a field to the main pipeline in the area.
Flow line means a pipeline used to transport oil and/or gas to a processing facility or a mainline pipeline.

Fugitive emissions component means any component that has the potential to emit fugitive emissions of methane or VOC
ata well site or compressor station, including but not limited to valves, connectors, pressure relief devices, open-ended
lines, flanges, covers and closed vent systems not subject to 860.5411a, thief hatches or other openings on a controlled
storage vessel not subject to §60.5395a, compressors, instruments, and meters. Devices that vent as part of normal
operations, such as natural gas-driven pneumatic controllers or natural gas-driven pumps, are not fugitive emissions
components, insofar as the natural gas discharged from the device's ventis not considered a fugitive emission. Emissions
originating from other than the vent, such as the thief hatch on a controlled storage vessel, would be considered fugitive
emissions.

Gas processing plant process unit means equipment assembled for the extraction of natural gas liquids from field gas, the
fractionation of the liquids into natural gas products, or other operations associated with the processing of natural gas
products. Aprocess unit can operate independently if supplied with sufficient feed or raw materials and sufficient storage
facilities for the products.

Gas to oil ratio (GOR) means the ratio of the volume of gas at standard temperature and pressure thatis produced from a
volume of oil when depressurized to standard temperature and pressure.

Greenfield site means a site, other than a natural gas processing plant, which is entirely new construction. Natural gas
processing plants are not considered to be greenfield sites, even if they are entirely new construction.

In light liquid service means that the piece of equipment contains a liquid that meets the conditions specified in
§60.485a(e) or §60.5401a(f)(2).

Intermediate hydrocarbon liquid means any naturally occurring, unrefined petroleum liquid.
Intermittent/snap-action pneumatic controller means a pneumatic controller thatis designed to vent non-continuously.

Local distribution company (LDC) custody transfer station means a metering station where the LDC receives a natural gas
supply from an upstream supplier, which may be an interstate transmission pipeline or a local natural gas producer, for
delivery to customers through the LDC's intrastate transmission or distribution lines.

Maximum average daily throughput means the earliest calculation of daily average throughput during the 30-day PTE
evaluation period employing generally accepted methods.

Natural gas-driven diaphragm pump means a positive displacement pump powered by pressurized natural gas that uses
the reciprocating action of flexible diaphragms in conjunction with check valves to pump a fluid. Apump in which a fluid is
displaced by a piston driven by a diaphragm is not considered a diaphragm pump for purposes of this subpart. Alean
glycol circulation pump that relies on energy exchange with the rich glycol from the contactor is not considered a diaphragm

pump.
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Natural gas liquids means the hydrocarbons, such as ethane, propane, butane, and pentane that are extracted from field
gas.

Natural gas processing plant (gas plant) means any processing site engaged in the extraction of natural gas liquids from
field gas, fractionation of mixed natural gas liquids to natural gas products, or both. A Joule-Thompson valve, a dew point
depression valve, or an isolated or standalone Joule-Thompson skid is not a natural gas processing plant.

Natural gas transmission means the pipelines used for the long distance transport of natural gas (excluding processing).
Specific equipment used in natural gas transmission includes the land, mains, valves, meters, boosters, regulators,
storage vessels, dehydrators, compressors, and their driving units and appurtenances, and equipment used for
transporting gas from a production plant, delivery point of purchased gas, gathering system, storage area, or other
wholesale source of gas to one or more distribution area(s).

Nonfractionating plant means any gas plant that does not fractionate mixed natural gas liquids into natural gas products.

Non-natural gas-driven pneumatic controller means an instrument that is actuated using other sources of power than
pressurized natural gas; examples include solar, electric, and instrument air.

Onshore means all facilities except those that are located in the territorial seas or on the outer continental shelf.

Pneumatic controller means an automated instrument used for maintaining a process condition such as liquid level,
pressure, delta-pressure and temperature.

Pressure vessel means a storage vessel thatis used to store liquids or gases and is designed not to vent to the
atmosphere as a result of compression of the vapor headspace in the pressure vessel during filling of the pressure vessel
to its design capacity.

Produced water means water that is extracted from the earth from an oil or natural gas production well, or that is separated
from crude oil, condensate, or natural gas after extraction.

Qualified Professional Engineer means an individual who is licensed by a state as a Professional Engineer to practice one
or more disciplines of engineering and who is qualified by education, technical knowledge and experience to make the
specific technical certifications required under this subpart. Professional engineers making these certifications must be
currently licensed in at least one state in which the certifying official is located.

Reciprocating compressor means a piece of equipment that increases the pressure of a process gas by positive
displacement, employing linear movement of the driveshatft.

Reciprocating compressor rod packing means a series of flexible rings in machined metal cups that fit around the
reciprocating compressor piston rod to create a seal limiting the amount of compressed natural gas that escapes to the
atmosphere, or other mechanism that provides the same function.

Removed from service means that a storage vessel affected facility has been physicallyisolated and disconnected from the
process for a purpose other than maintenance in accordance with 860.5395a(c)(1).

Returned to service means that a storage vessel affected facility that was removed from service has been:
(1) Reconnected to the original source of liquids or has been used to replace any storage vessel affected facility; or

(2) Installed in any location covered by this subpart and introduced with crude oil, condensate, intermediate hydrocarbon
liquids or produced water.

Routed to a process or route to a process means the emissions are conveyed via a closed vent system to any enclosed
portion of a process thatis operational where the emissions are predominantly recycled and/or consumed in the same
manner as a material that fulfills the same function in the process and/or transformed by chemical reaction into materials
that are not regulated materials and/or incorporated into a product; and/or recovered.
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Salable quality gas means natural gas that meets the flow line or collection system operator specifications, regardless of
whether such gas is sold.

Storage vessel means a tank or other vessel that contains an accumulation of crude oil, condensate, intermediate
hydrocarbon liquids, or produced water, and thatis constructed primarily of nonearthen materials (such as wood, concrete,
steel, fiberglass, or plastic) which provide structural support. Awell completion vessel that receives recovered liquids from a
well after startup of production following flowback for a period which exceeds 60 days is considered a storage vessel under
this subpart. Atank or other vessel shall not be considered a storage vessel if it has been removed from service in
accordance with the requirements of §60.5395a(c)(1) until such time as such tank or other vessel has been returned to
service. For the purposes of this subpart, the following are not considered storage vessels:

(1) Vessels that are skid-mounted or permanently attached to something thatis mobile (such as trucks, railcars, barges
or ships), and are intended to be located at a site for less than 180 consecutive days. If you do not keep or are not able to
produce records, as required by 860.5420a(c)(5)(iv), showing that the vessel has been located at a site for less than 180
consecutive days, the vessel described herein is considered to be a storage vessel from the date the original vessel was
first located at the site. This exclusion does not applyto a well completion vessel as described above.

(2) Process vessels such as surge control vessels, bottoms receivers or knockout vessels.

(3) Pressure vessels designed to operate in excess of 204.9 kilopascals and without emissions to the atmosphere.

Surface site means any combination of one or more graded pad sites, gravel pad sites, foundations, platforms, or the
immediate physical location upon which equipmentis physically affixed.

Underground storage vessel means a storage vessel stored below ground.
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No Alternative Operations exist for this State Only facility.
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No emission restrictions listed in this section of the permit.
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This permitis an initial natural minor state-only operating permit for EQM Gathering OPCO, LLC's McIntosh Compressor Station
located in Union Township, Washington County. The facility has previously been authorized to construct and operate under plan
approval PA-63-01003A.

This initial natural minor state-only operating permit authorizes the continued operation of the following air contamination sources
and air cleaning devices:

* Four (4) Caterpillar G3616 natural gas-fired spark ignition compressor engines, each rated at 5,350-bhp and fitted with EMIT EBX-
9000-3036F-8C4E-48C (or equivalent) oxidation catalyst with four (4) EMIT RT-4815-H (or equivalent) catalyst elements and
integrated Caterpillar ADEM4 engine control with automatic air-fuel ratio control.

« Five (5) microturbine generator sets rated at 2.28 MMBtu/hr each.

» Two (2) 259 MMscfd triethylene glycol dehydrators, each equipped with a flash tank and 7.0 MMBtu/hr enclosed ground flare.
» Two (2) 3.85 MMBtu/hr dehydration unit reboilers.

» One (1) 0.83 MMBtu/hr fuel gas heater.

* Two (2) 8,200-gallon produced fluids storage tanks.

» One (1) 2,000-gallon engine oil storage tank.

» One (1) 2,000-gallon compressor lube oil storage tank.

* One (1) 2,000-gallon monoethylene glycol (MEG) storage tank.

* One (1) 2,000-gallon waste MEG storage tank.

* One (1) 4,200-gallon waste oil storage tank.

» Two (2) 2,000-gallon triethylene glycol (TEG) storage tanks.

» Two (2) 2,000-gallon waste TEG storage tanks.

* Pigging operations.

* Facility fugitive emissions, including component leaks and liquids loading operations.

Plan approval PA-63-01003A authorized the installation and temporary operation of six (6) microturbine gensets, however, only five
(5) have been installed. As such, Source 306, Microturbine Genset 6, has not been included in this operating permit.
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
