#001 [25 Pa. Code § 121.1]
Definitions

Words and terms that are not otherwise defined in this permit shall have the meanings set forth in Section 3 of the Air
Pollution Control Act (35 P.S. § 4003) and 25 Pa. Code § 121.1.

#002 [25 Pa. Code § 121.7]

Prohibition of Air Pollution
No person may permit air pollution as that term is defined in the act.

#003 [25 Pa. Code § 127.512(c)(4)]
Property Rights
This permit does not convey property rights of any sort, or any exclusive privileges.

#004 [25 Pa. Code § 127.446(a) and (c)]

Permit Expiration
This operating permitis issued for a fixed term of five (5) years and shall expire on the date specified on Page 1 of this
permit. The terms and conditions of the expired permit shall automatically continue pending issuance of a new Title V
permit, provided the permittee has submitted a timely and complete application and paid applicable fees required
under 25 Pa. Code Chapter 127, Subchapter | and the Department is unable, through no fault of the permittee, to issue
or deny a new permit before the expiration of the previous permit. An application is complete if it contains sufficient
information to begin processing the application, has the applicable sections completed and has been signed by a
responsible official.

#005 [25 Pa. Code §8 127.412,127.413,127.414,127.446(e), 127.503 & 127.704(b)]

Permit Renewal
(a) An application for the renewal of the Title V permit shall be submitted to the Department at least six (6) months,
and not more than 18 months, before the expiration date of this permit. The renewal application is timelyif a
complete application is submitted to the Department's Regional Air Manager within the timeframe specified in this
permit condition.

(b) The application for permit renewal shall include the current permit number, the appropriate permit renewal fee, a
description of any permit revisions and off-permit changes that occurred during the permitterm, and any applicable
requirements that were promulgated and not incorporated into the permit during the permitterm. The fees shall be
made payable to "The Commonwealth of Pennsylvania Clean Air Fund" and submitted with the fee form to the
respective regional office.

(c) The renewal application shall also include submission of proof that the local municipality and county, in which the
facility is located, have been notified in accordance with 25 Pa. Code § 127.413. The application for renewal of the
Title Vpermit shall also include submission of compliance review forms which have been used by the permittee to
update information submitted in accordance with either 25 Pa. Code § 127.412(b) or § 127.412(j).

(d) The permittee, upon becoming aware that any relevant facts were omitted or incorrect information was submitted
in the permit application, shall promptly submit such supplementary facts or corrected information during the permit
renewal process. The permittee shall also promptly provide additional information as necessaryto address any
requirements that become applicable to the source after the date a complete renewal application was submitted but
prior to release of a draft permit.

Transfer of Ownership or Operational Control
(@) In accordance with 25 Pa. Code § 127.450(a)(4), a change in ownership or operational control of the source shall be
treated as an administrative amendment if:

Inspection and Entry

[25 Pa. Code § 127.513, 35 P.S. 8§ 4008 and § 114 of the CAA]

(a) Upon presentation of credentials and other documents as may be required by law for inspection and entry
purposes, the permittee shall allow the Department of Environmental Protection or authorized representatives of the
Department to perform the following:

(1) Enter atreasonable times upon the permittee's premises where a Title V source is located or emissions related
activity is conducted, or where records are kept under the conditions of this permit;

(2) Have access to and copy or remove, at reasonable times, records that are kept under the conditions of this permit;

(3) Inspect at reasonable times, facilities, equipment including monitoring and air pollution control equipment,
practices, or operations regulated or required under this permit;

(4) Sample or monitor, at reasonable times, substances or parameters, for the purpose of assuring compliance with
the permit or applicable requirements as authorized by the Clean Air Act, the Air Pollution Control Act, or the regulations
promulgated under the Acts.

(b) Pursuantto 35 P.S. § 4008, no person shall hinder, obstruct, prevent or interfere with the Department or its
personnel in the performance of any duty authorized under the Air Pollution Control Act.

(c) Nothing in this permit condition shall limit the ability of the EPAto inspect or enter the premises of the permittee in
accordance with Section 114 or other applicable provisions of the Clean Air Act.

#008

Compliance Requirements

[25 Pa. Code §§ 127.25, 127.444, & 127.512(c)(1)]

(a) The permittee shall comply with the conditions of this permit. Noncompliance with this permit constitutes a violation
of the Clean Air Act and the Air Pollution Control Act and is grounds for one (1) or more of the following:

(1) Enforcement action
(2) Permit termination, revocation and reissuance or modification
(3) Denial of a permit renewal application

(b) Aperson may not cause or permit the operation of a source, which is subjectto 25 Pa. Code Article lll, unless the
source(s) and air cleaning devices identified in the application for the plan approval and operating permit and the plan
approval issued to the source are operated and maintained in accordance with specifications in the applications and
the conditions in the plan approval and operating permitissued by the Department. Aperson may not cause or permit
the operation of an air contamination source subjectto 25 Pa. Code Chapter 127 in a manner inconsistent with good
operating practices.

(c) For purposes of Sub-condition (b) of this permit condition, the specifications in applications for plan approvals and
operating permits are the physical configurations and engineering design details which the Department determines
are essential for the permittee's compliance with the applicable requirements in this Title V permit.

#009

Need to Halt or Reduce Activity Not a Defense

[25 Pa. Code § 127.512(c)(2)]

It shall not be a defense for a permittee in an enforcement action that it would have been necessaryto halt or reduce the
permitted activity in order to maintain compliance with the conditions of this permit.

Duty to Provide Information
(a) The permittee shall furnish to the Department, within a reasonable time, information that the Department may
requestin writing to determine whether cause exists for modifying, revoking and reissuing, or terminating the permit, or
to determine compliance with the permit.

(b) Upon request, the permittee shall also furnish to the Department copies of records that the permittee is required to
keep by this permit, or for information claimed to be confidential, the permittee may furnish such records directly to the
Administrator of EPA along with a claim of confidentiality.

Reopening and Revising the Title V Permit for Cause
(a) This Title V permit may be modified, revoked, reopened and reissued or terminated for cause. The filing of a
request by the permittee for a permit modification, revocation and reissuance, or termination, or of a notification of
planned changes or anticipated noncompliance does not stay a permit condition.

(b) This permit may be reopened, revised and reissued prior to expiration of the permit under one or more of the
following circumstances:

(1) Additional applicable requirements under the Clean Air Act or the Air Pollution Control Act become applicable to a
Title V facility with a remaining permit term of three (3) or more years prior to the expiration date of this permit. The
Department will revise the permit as expeditiously as practicable but not later than 18 months after promulgation of the
applicable standards or regulations. No such revision is required if the effective date of the requirementis later than
the expiration date of this permit, unless the original permit or its terms and conditions has been extended.

(2) Additional requirements, including excess emissions requirements, become applicable to an affected source
under the acid rain program. Upon approval by the Administrator of EPA, excess emissions offset plans for an affected
source shall be incorporated into the permit.

(3) The Department or the EPA determines that this permit contains a material mistake or inaccurate statements
were made in establishing the emissions standards or other terms or conditions of this permit.

(4) The Department or the Administrator of EPA determines that the permit must be revised or revoked to assure
compliance with the applicable requirements.

(c) Proceedings to revise this permit shall follow the same procedures which applyto initial permitissuance and shall
affect onlythose parts of this permit for which cause to revise exists. The revision shall be made as expeditiously as
practicable.

(d) Regardless of whether a revision is made in accordance with (b)(1) above, the permittee shall meet the applicable
standards or regulations promulgated under the Clean Air Act within the time frame required by standards or
regulations.

Reopening a Title V Permit for Cause by EPA

precluded by the Clean Air Act or the regulations thereunder.

Severability Clause

[25 Pa. Code § 127.512(b)]

The provisions of this permit are severable, and if any provision of this permitis determined by the Environmental
Hearing Board or a court of competent jurisdiction, or US EPAto be invalid or unenforceable, such a determination will
not affect the remaining provisions of this permit.

#018

Fee Payment

[25 Pa. Code §§ 127.704,127.705 & 127.707]

(a) The permittee shall pay fees to the Departmentin accordance with the applicable fee schedules in 25 Pa. Code
Chapter 127, Subchapter | (relating to plan approval and operating permit fees). The applicable fees shall be made
payable to "The Commonwealth of Pennsylvania Clean Air Fund" with the permit number clearly indicated and
submitted to the respective regional office.

(b) Emission Fees. The permittee shall, on or before September 1st of each year, pay applicable annual Title V
emission fees for emissions occurring in the previous calendar year as specified in 25 Pa. Code § 127.705. The
permittee is not required to pay an emission fee for emissions of more than 4,000 tons of each regulated pollutant
emitted from the facility.

(c) As used in this permit condition, the term "regulated pollutant” is defined as a VOC, each pollutant regulated under
Sections 111 and 112 of the Clean Air Act and each pollutant for which a National Ambient Air Quality Standard has
been promulgated, except that carbon monoxide is excluded.
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(d) Late Payment. Late payment of emission fees will subject the permittee to the penalties prescribed in 25 Pa. Code
§127.707 and mayresultin the suspension or termination of the Title V permit. The permittee shall pay a penalty of fifty
percent (50%) of the fee amount, plus interest on the fee amount computed in accordance with 26 U.S.C.A. § 6621(a)(2)
from the date the emission fee should have been paid in accordance with the time frame specified in 25 Pa. Code §
127.705(c).

(e) The permittee shall pay an annual operating permit maintenance fee according to the following fee schedule
established in 25 Pa. Code § 127.704(d) on or before December 31 of each year for the next calendar year.

(1) Eight thousand dollars ($8,000) for calendar years 2021—2025.
(2) Ten thousand dollars ($10,000) for calendar years 2026—2030.

(3) Twelve thousand five hundred dollars ($12,500) for the calendar years beginning with 2031.
#019 [25 Pa. Code §§ 127.14(b) & 127.449]

Authorization for De Minimis Emission Increases
(&) This permitauthorizes de minimis emission increases from a new or existing source in accordance with 25 Pa.
Code §8 127.14 and 127.449 without the need for a plan approval or prior issuance of a permit modification. The
permittee shall provide the Department with seven (7) days prior written notice before commencing any de minimis
emissions increase that would result from either: (1) a physical change of minor significance under 8 127.14(c)(1); or
(2) the construction, installation, modification or reactivation of an air contamination source. The written notice shall:

(1) Identify and describe the pollutants that will be emitted as a result of the de minimis emissions increase.

(2) Provide emission rates expressed in tons per year and in terms necessary to establish compliance consistent
with any applicable requirement.

The Department may disapprove or condition de minimis emission increases atanytime.

(b) Except as provided below in (c) and (d) of this permit condition, the permittee is authorized during the term of this
permitto make de minimis emission increases (expressed in tons per year) up to the following amounts without the
need for a plan approval or prior issuance of a permit modification:

(1) Four tons of carbon monoxide from a single source during the term of the permit and 20 tons of carbon monoxide
at the facility during the term of the permit.

(2) One ton of NOx from a single source during the term of the permitand 5 tons of NOx at the facility during the term
of the permit.

(3) One and six-tenths tons of the oxides of sulfur from a single source during the term of the permitand 8.0 tons of
oxides of sulfur at the facility during the term of the permit.

(4) Six-tenths of a ton of PM10 from a single source during the term of the permit and 3.0 tons of PM10 at the facility
during the term of the permit. This shall include emissions of a pollutant regulated under Section 112 of the Clean Air
Act unless precluded by the Clean Air Act or 25 Pa. Code Article lIl.

(5) One ton of VOCs from a single source during the term of the permitand 5.0 tons of VOCs at the facility during the
term of the permit. This shall include emissions of a pollutant regulated under Section 112 of the Clean Air Act unless
precluded by the Clean Air Act or 25 Pa. Code Article III.

(c) In accordance with § 127.14, the permittee may install the following minor sources without the need for a plan
approval:

(1) Air conditioning or ventilation systems not designed to remove pollutants generated or released from other
sources.

(2) Combustion units rated at 2,500,000 or less Btu per hour of heat input.
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(3) Combustion units with a rated capacity of less than 10,000,000 Btu per hour heat input fueled by natural gas
supplied by a public utility, liquefied petroleum gas or by commercial fuel oils which are No. 2 or lighter, viscosity less
than or equal to 5.82 c St, and which meetthe sulfur content requirements of 25 Pa. Code § 123.22 (relating to
combustion units). For purposes of this permit, commercial fuel oil shall be virgin oil which has no reprocessed,
recycled or waste material added.

(4) Space heaters which heat by direct heat transfer.
(5) Laboratory equipment used exclusively for chemical or physical analysis.
(6) Other sources and classes of sources determined to be of minor significance by the Department.

(d) This permit does not authorize de minimis emission increases if the emissions increase would cause one or more
of the following:

(1) Increase the emissions of a pollutant regulated under Section 112 of the Clean Air Act except as authorized in
Subparagraphs (b)(4) and (5) of this permit condition.

(2) Subject the facility to the prevention of significant deterioration requirements in 25 Pa. Code Chapter 127,
Subchapter D and/or the new source review requirements in Subchapter E.

(3) Violate any applicable requirement of the Air Pollution Control Act, the Clean Air Act, or the regulations
promulgated under either of the acts.

(4) Changes which are modifications under any provision of Title | of the Clean Air Act and emission increases which
would exceed the allowable emissions level (expressed as a rate of emissions or in terms of total emissions) under
the Title V permit.

(e) Unless precluded bythe Clean Air Act or the regulations thereunder, the permit shield described in 25 Pa. Code §
127.516 (relating to permit shield) shall extend to the changes made under 25 Pa. Code § 127.449 (relating to de
minimis emission increases).

(f) Emissions authorized under this permit condition shall be included in the monitoring, recordkeeping and reporting
requirements of this permit.

(9) Except for de minimis emission increases allowed under this permit, 25 Pa. Code § 127.449, or sources and
physical changes meeting the requirements of 25 Pa. Code § 127.14, the permittee is prohibited from making physical
changes or engaging in activities that are not specifically authorized under this permit without first applying for a plan
approval. In accordance with § 127.14(b), a plan approval is not required for the construction, modification, reactivation,
or installation of the sources creating the de minimis emissions increase.

(h) The permittee may not meet de minimis emission threshold levels by offsetting emission increases or decreases
atthe same source.

#020 [25 Pa. Code §§ 127.11a & 127.215]

Reactivation of Sources
(a) The permittee may reactivate a source at the facility that has been out of operation or production for at least one year,
but less than or equal to five (5) years, if the source is reactivated in accordance with the requirements of 25 Pa. Code
8§ 127.11a and 127.215. The reactivated source will not be considered a new source.

(b) Asource which has been out of operation or production for more than five (5) years but less than 10 years may be
reactivated and will not be considered a new source if the permittee satisfies the conditions specified in 25 Pa. Code §
127.11a(b).

#021 [25 Pa. Code 88 121.9 & 127.216]

Circumvention
(a) The owner of this Title V facility, or any other person, may not circumvent the new source review requirements of 25
Pa. Code Chapter 127, Subchapter E by causing or allowing a pattern of ownership or development, including the

For remote reservoir cold cleaning machines which drain directly into the solvent storage reservoir, a perforated
drain with a diameter of not more than 6 inches shall constitute an acceptable cover.

SO2/MMBtu) heat input for continental areas or 180 ng SO2/J (0.42 Ib SO2/MMBtu) heat input for noncontinental areas. Ata
minimum, the amount of fuel sampling data specified in section 2.3.1.4 or 2.3.2.4 of appendix D to part 75 of this chapter is
required.

§ 60.4370 How often must | determine the sulfur content of the fuel?
The frequency of determining the sulfur content of the fuel must be as follows:
(a) [NA- NATURAL GAS IS ONLY FUEL]

(b) Gaseous fuel: If you elect notto demonstrate sulfur content using options in §60.4365, and the fuel is supplied without
intermediate bulk storage, the sulfur content value of the gaseous fuel must be determined and recorded once per unit
operating day.

(c) Custom schedules: Notwithstanding the requirements of paragraph (b) of this section, operators or fuel vendors may
develop custom schedules for determination of the total sulfur content of gaseous fuels, based on the design and operation
of the affected facility and the characteristics of the fuel supply. Except as provided in paragraphs (c)(1) and (c)(2) of this
section, custom schedules shall be substantiated with data and shall be approved by the Administrator before they can be
used to comply with the standard in §60.4330.

(c)(1) The two custom sulfur monitoring schedules set forth in paragraphs (c)(1)(i) through (iv) and in paragraph (c)(2) of
this section are acceptable, without prior Administrative approval:

(c)(1)(i)) The owner or operator shall obtain daily total sulfur content measurements for 30 consecutive unit operating days,
using the applicable methods specified in this subpart. Based on the results of the 30 daily samples, the required
frequency for subsequent monitoring of the fuel's total sulfur content shall be as specified in paragraph (c)(1)(ii), (iii), or (iv)
of this section, as applicable.

(c)(1)(ii) If none of the 30 daily measurements of the fuel's total sulfur content exceeds half the applicable standard,
subsequent sulfur content monitoring may be performed at 12-month intervals. If any of the samples taken at 12-month
intervals has a total sulfur content greater than half but less than the applicable limit, follow the procedures in paragraph
(c)(2)(iii) of this section. If any measurement exceeds the applicable limit, follow the procedures in paragraph (c)(1)(iv) of
this section.

(c)(1)(iii) If at least one of the 30 daily measurements of the fuel's total sulfur contentis greater than half but less than the
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applicable limit, but none exceeds the applicable limit, then:

(c)(1)(iii)(A) Collect and analyze a sample every 30 days for 3 months. If any sulfur content measurement exceeds the
applicable limit, follow the procedures in paragraph (c)(1)(iv) of this section. Otherwise, follow the procedures in paragraph
(c)(1)(iii)(B) of this section.

(c)(2)(iii)(B) Begin monitoring at 6-month intervals for 12 months. If any sulfur content measurement exceeds the applicable
limit, follow the procedures in paragraph (c)(1)(iv) of this section. Otherwise, follow the procedures in paragraph (c)(1)(iii)(C)
of this section.

(c)(1)(iii)(C) Begin monitoring at 12-month intervals. If any sulfur content measurement exceeds the applicable limit, follow
the procedures in paragraph (c)(1)(iv) of this section. Otherwise, continue to monitor at this frequency.

(c)(2)(iv) If a sulfur content measurement exceeds the applicable limit,immediately begin daily monitoring according to
paragraph (c)(1)(i) of this section. Daily monitoring shall continue until 30 consecutive daily samples, each having a sulfur
content no greater than the applicable limit, are obtained. At that point, the applicable procedures of paragraph (c)(1)(ii) or
(iii) of this section shall be followed.

(c)(2) The owner or operator may use the data collected from the 720-hour sulfur sampling demonstration described in
section 2.3.6 of appendix D to part 75 of this chapter to determine a custom sulfur sampling schedule, as follows:

(©)(2)(i) If the maximum fuel sulfur content obtained from the 720 hourly samples does not exceed 20 grains/100 scf, no
additional monitoring of the sulfur content of the gas is required, for the purposes of this subpart.

(c)(2)(ii) If the maximum fuel sulfur content obtained from any of the 720 hourly samples exceeds 20 grains/100 scf, but
none of the sulfur content values (when converted to weight percent sulfur) exceeds half the applicable limit, then the
minimum required sampling frequency shall be one sample at 12 month intervals.

(c)(2)(iii) If any sample result exceeds half the applicable limit, but none exceeds the applicable limit, follow the provisions
of paragraph (c)(1)(iii) of this section.

(c)(2)(iv) If the sulfur content of any of the 720 hourly samples exceeds the applicable limit, follow the provisions of
paragraph (c)(1)(iv) of this section.

§ 60.4375 What reports must | submit?

(a) For each affected unit required to continuously monitor parameters or emissions, or to periodically determine the fuel
sulfur content under this subpart, you must submit reports of excess emissions and monitor downtime, in accordance with
860.7(c). Excess emissions must be reported for all periods of unit operation, including start-up, shutdown, and
malfunction.

(b) For each affected unit that performs annual performance tests in accordance with 860.4340(a), you mustsubmita
written report of the results of each performance test before the close of business on the 60th day following the completion
of the performance test.

8§ 60.4380 How are excess emissions and monitor downtime defined for NOx?

For the purpose of reports required under §60.7(c), periods of excess emissions and monitor downtime that must be
reported are defined as follows:

(a) [NA- TURBINES HAVE CONTINUOUS EMISSION MONITORING SYSTEM FOR NOx]

(b) For turbines using continuous emission monitoring, as described in §860.4335(b) and 60.4345:

(b)(1) An excess emissions is any unit operating period in which the 4-hour or 30-day rolling average NOx emission rate
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exceeds the applicable emission limitin §60.4320. For the purposes of this subpart, a “4-hour rolling average NOx
emission rate” is the arithmetic average of the average NOx emission rate in ppm or ng/J (Ib/MWh) measured by the
continuous emission monitoring equipment for a given hour and the three unit operating hour average NOx emission rates
immediately preceding that unit operating hour. Calculate the rolling average if a valid NOxemission rate is obtained for at
least 3 of the 4 hours. For the purposes of this subpart, a “30-day rolling average NOx emission rate” is the arithmetic
average of all hourly NOxemission data in ppm or ng/J (Ib/MWh) measured by the continuous emission monitoring
equipment for a given day and the twenty-nine unit operating days immediately preceding that unit operating day. A new 30-
day average is calculated each unit operating day as the average of all hourly NOxemissions rates for the preceding 30 unit
operating days if a valid NOxemission rate is obtained for at least 75 percent of all operating hours.

(b)(2) Aperiod of monitor downtime is any unit operating hour in which the data for any of the following parameters are
either missing or invalid: NOx concentration, CO 2 or O2 concentration, fuel flow rate, steam flow rate, steam temperature,
steam pressure, or megawatts. The steam flow rate, steam temperature, and steam pressure are only required if you will
use this information for compliance purposes.

(b)(3) For operating periods during which multiple emissions standards apply, the applicable standard is the average of the
applicable standards during each hour. For hours with multiple emissions standards, the applicable limit for that hour is
determined based on the condition that corresponded to the highest emissions standard.

(c) For turbines required to monitor combustion parameters or parameters that document proper operation of the NOx
emission controls:

(c)(1) An excess emission is a 4-hour rolling unit operating hour average in which any monitored parameter does not
achieve the target value or is outside the acceptable range defined in the parameter monitoring plan for the unit.

(c)(2) Aperiod of monitor downtime is a unit operating hour in which any of the required parametric data are either not
recorded or are invalid.

§ 60.4385 How are excess emissions and monitoring downtime defined for SO2?

If you choose the option to monitor the sulfur content of the fuel, excess emissions and monitoring downtime are defined as
follows:

(a) For samples of gaseous fuel and for oil samples obtained using daily sampling, flow proportional sampling, or
sampling from the unit's storage tank, an excess emission occurs each unit operating hour included in the period
beginning on the date and hour of any sample for which the sulfur content of the fuel being fired in the combustion turbine
exceeds the applicable limit and ending on the date and hour that a subsequent sample is taken that demonstrates
compliance with the sulfur limit.

(c) Aperiod of monitor downtime begins when a required sample is not taken by its due date. A period of monitor downtime
also begins on the date and hour of a required sample, if invalid results are obtained.

If you have chosen to monitor combustion parameters or parameters indicative of proper operation of NOx emission
controls in accordance with 8§60.4340, the appropriate parameters must be continuously monitored and recorded during
each run of the initial performance test, to establish acceptable operating ranges, for purposes of the parameter monitoring
plan for the affected unit, as specified in §60.4355.

§ 60.4415 How do | conduct the initial and subsequent performance tests for sulfur?

(a) You must conduct an initial performance test, as required in § 60.8. Subsequent SO2 performance tests shall be
conducted on an annual basis (no more than 14 calendar months following the previous performance test). There are four
methodologies that you may use to conduct the performance tests.

(1) The use of a current, valid purchase contract, tariff sheet, or transportation contract for the fuel specifying the maximum
total sulfur content of all fuels combusted in the affected facility. Alternately, the fuel sampling data specified in section
2.3.1.4 or 2.3.2.4 of appendix D to part 75 of this chapter may be used.

(2) Periodically determine the sulfur content of the fuel combusted in the turbine, a representative fuel sample maybe
collected either by an automatic sampling system or manually. For automatic sampling, follow ASTM D5287 (incorporated
by reference, see 8§ 60.17) for gaseous fuels or ASTM D4177 (incorporated by reference, see § 60.17) for liquid fuels. For
manual sampling of gaseous fuels, follow APl Manual of Petroleum Measurement Standards, Chapter 14, Section 1, GPA
2166, or ISO 10715 (all incorporated by reference, see § 60.17). For manual sampling of liquid fuels, follow GPA 2174 or the
procedures for manual pipeline sampling in section 14 of ASTM D4057 (both incorporated by reference, see § 60.17). The
fuel analyses of this section may be performed either by you, a service contractor retained by you, the fuel vendor, or any
other qualified agency. Analyze the samples for the total sulfur content of the fuel using:

(i) For liquid fuels, ASTM D129, or alternatively D1266, D1552, D2622, D4294, D5453, D5623, or D7039 (all incorporated by
reference, see § 60.17); or

(ii) For gaseous fuels, ASTM D1072, or alternatively D3246, D4084, D4468, D4810, D6228, D6667, or GPA 2140, 2261, or
2377 (all incorporated by reference, see § 60.17).

(3) Measure the SO2 concentration (in parts per million (ppm)), using EPA Methods 6, 6C, 8, or 20 in appendix A of this part.
In addition, the American Society of Mechanical Engineers (ASME) standard, ASME PTC 19-10-1981-Part 10, “Flue and
Exhaust Gas Analyses,” manual methods for sulfur dioxide (incorporated by reference, see § 60.17) can be used instead of
EPA Methods 6 or 20. For units complying with the output based standard, concurrently measure the stack gas flow rate,
using EPA Methods 1 and 2 in appendix A of this part, and measure and record the electrical and thermal output from the
unit. Then calculate the SO2 emission rate (SEE REGULATION FOR THE EQUATION); or

(4) Measure the SO2 and diluent gas concentrations, using either EPA Methods 6, 6C, or 8 and 3A, or 20 in appendix A of
this part. In addition, you may use the manual methods for sulfur dioxide ASME PTC 19-10-1981-Part 10 (incorporated by
reference, see § 60.17). Concurrently measure the heat input to the unit, using a fuel flowmeter (or flowmeters), and
measure the electrical and thermal output of the unit. Use EPA Method 19 in appendix A of this part to calculate the SO2
emission rate in Ib/MMBtu. Then, use Equations 1 and, if necessary, 2 and 3 in § 60.4350(f) to calculate the SO2 emission
rate in [b/MWh.

in accordance with 40 CFR §897.430 through 97.435 and rounded to the nearest ton, with any fraction of a ton less than
0.50 being deemed to be zero.

(B) The owners and operators of the source and each TR NOx Annual unit at the source shall pay any fine, penalty, or
assessmentor comply with any other remedyimposed, for the same violations, under the Clean Air Act, and each ton of
such excess emissions and each day of such control period shall constitute a separate violation of 40 CFR Part 97, Subpart
AAAAA and the Clean Air Act.

(2) TR NOx Annual assurance provisions.

(i) If total NOxemissions during a control period in a given year from all TR NOx Annual units at TR NOx Annual sources in
the state exceed the state assurance level, then the owners and operators of such sources and units in each group of one
or more sources and units having a common designated representative for such control period, where the common
designated representative’s share of such NOxemissions during such control period exceeds the common designated
representative’s assurance level for the state and such control period, shall hold (in the assurance account established for
the owners and operators of such group) TR NOx Annual allowances available for deduction for such control period under
40 CFR 897.425(a) in an amount equal to two times the product (rounded to the nearest whole number), as determined by
the Administrator in accordance with 40 CFR §97.425(b), of multiplying:

(A) The quotient of the amount by which the common designated representative’s share of such NOxemissions
exceeds the common designated representative’s assurance level divided by the sum of the amounts, determined for all
common designated representatives for such sources and units in the state for such control period, by which each
common designated representative’s share of such NOxemissions exceeds the respective common designated
representative’s assurance level; and

(B) The amount by which total NOxemissions from all TR NOx Annual units at TR NOx Annual sources in the state for
such control period exceed the state assurance level.

(i) The owners and operators shall hold the TR NOx Annual allowances required under paragraph (c)(2)(i) above, as of
midnight of November 1 (if itis a business day), or midnight of the first business day thereafter (if November 1 is nota
business day), immediately after such control period.

(iii) Total NOx emissions from all TR NOx Annual units at TR NOx Annual sources in the State during a control period in a
given year exceed the state assurance level if such total NOx emissions exceed the sum, for such control period, of the
state NOx Annual trading budget under 40 CFR §97.410(a) and the state’s variability limit under 40 CFR 897.410(b).

(iv) It shall not be a violation of 40 CFR Part 97, Subpart AAAAA or of the Clean Air Act if total NOxemissions from all TR
NOx Annual units at TR NOx Annual sources in the State during a control period exceed the state assurance level or ifa
common designated representative’s share of total NOx emissions from the TR NOx Annual units at TR NOx Annual
sources in the state during a control period exceeds the common designated representative’s assurance level.

(v) To the extent the owners and operators fail to hold TR NOx Annual allowances for a control period in a given year in
accordance with paragraphs (c)(2)(i) through (iii), above,

(A) The owners and operators shall pay any fine, penalty, or assessment or comply with any other remedyimposed
under the Clean Air Act; and

(B) Each TR NOx Annual allowance that the owners and operators fail to hold for such control period in accordance with
paragraphs (c)(2)(i) through (iii), above, and each day of such control period shall constitute a separate violation of 40 CFR
Part 97, Subpart AAAAA and the Clean Air Act.

(3) Compliance periods.

(i) ATR NOx Annual unit shall be subject to the requirements under paragraph (c)(1), above, for the control period starting
on the later of January 1, 2015, or the deadline for meeting the unit's monitor certification requirements under 40 CFR
§97.430(b) and for each control period thereafter.

(i) ATR NOx Annual unit shall be subject to the requirements under paragraph (c)(2), above, for the control period starting
on the later of January 1, 2017 or the deadline for meeting the unit's monitor certification requirements under 40 CFR
§97.430(b) and for each control period thereafter.

(4) Vintage of allowances held for compliance.

(i) ATR NOx Annual allowance held for compliance with the requirements under paragraph (c)(1)(i), above, for a control
period in a given year must be a TR NOX Annual allowance that was allocated for such control period or a control period in a
prior year.
