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ASTM is once again offering comprehensive training for the use of its Standard Practices for conducting Phase I and Phase II Environmental Site Assessments (ESAs).  New for this year is the ASTM Phase II Standard which was recently upgraded from a “Guide” to a “Practice” giving it detailed instructions for conducting Phase II ESAs.  The new standard specifies procedures based on the scientific method to characterize property conditions in an objective, representative, reproducible, and defensible manner.  The new ASTM Phase II ESA standard covers a process for conducting further assessment of a commercial property with respect to the presence or likely presence of a broad range of substances including:
· hazardous substances (CERCLA)
· pollutants

· contaminants

· petroleum and petroleum products

· controlled substances

This represents a much broader range of chemicals and chemical compounds than does a normal Phase I ESA.

Also new for this year is that the ASTM Phase I ESA Standard includes two new CERCLA Landowner Liability Protections to the existing Innocent Landowner Defense:

· Bona Fide Prospective Purchaser
· Contiguous Property Owner
The ASTM Phase I ESA Standard still meets USEPA’s requirements for conducting “All Appropriate Inquiry:”
A representative from the Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Protection Land Recycling Program will be on hand to discuss applications of Phase I and Phase II site assessments within the Pennsylvania Land Recycling Program, and will be available to answer your questions.
