ADMINISTRATIVE TRAINING
To the Storage Tank Certified Community;


On November 10, 2007, Chapter 245 (Administration of the Storage Tank and Spill Prevention Program) was amended.  Changes to § 245.114 (pertaining to renewal and amendment of certification) affected the minimum requirements for renewal of category-specific certification.  One of the new requirements is completion of an Administrative Training Course provided by the Department.
Effective November 10, 2009, renewal of tank handling categories requires that administrative training be obtained within two years prior to application submission.
(§ 245.114(f)).  This letter is intended to serve notice and provides important information needed to meet this requirement.


Currently administrative training sessions are offered alternately at the six DEP regional offices.  Visit our web site at www.depweb.state.pa.us Keyword “Storage Tanks”, for a schedule of dates and locations.  The schedule will be updated monthly to reflect the schedule for the following 12-month period.  A current schedule and a registration form are enclosed with this letter. Anyone desiring to attend a specific session must register no later than two weeks prior to the scheduled date of the class.

If fewer than fifteen (15) participants register for a class it will be canceled and those already registered will be notified of the cancellation at least ten days before the date of that class.
The training is scheduled to begin at 9:00 am and end at 12:00 pm. You must check-in ½ hour prior to the start of the training session and be present for the entire session to receive credit.
When making the determination as to which training session to attend, remember that you are required to submit your renewal application 60-120 days prior to your scheduled expiration date.  Plan your attendance to allow for rescheduling in the event that your class is cancelled.    
Also, remember that if you submit your renewal application more than 60 days after your certification expires you will be required to meet initial category certification requirements as specified in § 245.111 (pertaining to certified installer experience and qualifications).


It is important that we be able to contact you if we have to cancel a training session.  Please provide us with your phone number and email address where requested the Registration Form.


We will not be able to confirm your reservation.  Unless you are otherwise notified, attend the training session for which you registered.

Certified individuals must present the following forms of identification at course check-in to be given credit for attending the training session:

2) A valid photo identification card
