Hybrid Electric Vehicle

Rebate Program Guidance

The Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) will offer an opportunity to Commonwealth residents to apply for a rebate when they purchase or lease a new hybrid electric vehicle.  The rebate will be offered on a "first come", "first served" basis as long as funding is available.

Rebate request forms and required documentation must be submitted and postmarked no later than six months after the vehicle is purchased.

Eligible vehicles.

DEP is interested in providing a rebate to PA residents who purchase the cleanest and most fuel efficient hybrids.  A full hybrid vehicle that uses hybrid technology to significantly increase fuel economy while significantly reducing emissions will be eligible for the rebate such that a combined EPA city and highway MPG must be greater than 55 MPG and the carbon footprint must be less than 7.0 tons/yr of CO2 as accounted by www.fueleconomy.gov .
Flexible fuel and diesel vehicles are not eligible for a rebate.

DEP will offer a $500 rebate for all eligible vehicles.

Definitions.

Commonwealth Resident – An individual that resides in the Commonwealth and whose name(s) appear on the vehicle registration, invoice and rebate form.

Hybrid Electric vehicle – A motor vehicle that draws propulsion energy from onboard sources of stored energy that are both:

1) an internal combustion engine using combustible fuel, and

2) a rechargeable energy storage system.

Hybrid Electric vehicles integrate the electric motor, petroleum engine and battery so that the electric motor can operate on its own or provide power assistance when certain conditions are met.  

Rebate – A reimbursement for the purchase or lease of a new hybrid electric vehicle.

A new hybrid electric vehicle that is eligible for a rebate shall be: 

(1) Registered in this Commonwealth at the time of purchase or lease, and 

(2) An automobile or vehicle the equitable or legal title to which has never been transferred by a manufacturer, distributor, or dealer to an ultimate purchaser, and

(3) Not a used motor vehicle; a motor vehicle which has been sold, bargained, exchanged or given away; which has had title transferred from the person who first acquired it from the manufacturer or dealer; or which has an odometer reading of 500 miles or more, not including mileage incurred in delivery from the manufacturer or in transporting the vehicle between dealers for sale.

Instructions

A completed rebate form for the purchase or lease of a new hybrid vehicle by a Commonwealth resident must be submitted and postmarked no later than six months after the purchase or lease and shall include the following:

(1) A completed rebate form.  The resident's Social Security number must be included on the rebate form.  If the vehicle is purchased and registered under two names, both social security numbers must be included.  If the applicant does not have a social security number, the applicant must provide a letter from the Social Security Administration that denied the applicant’s request for a social security number.
(2) A copy of a valid Pennsylvania vehicle registration.  The name appearing on the vehicle registration card must appear on the invoice.  A Pennsylvania Certificate Of Title For A Vehicle is not acceptable.  A temporary Pennsylvania registration is acceptable.

(3)
A copy of the invoice, the bill of sale, or lease agreement.  This document will be used to determine if the vehicle is a new hybrid vehicle.

(4)
Proof of the vehicle purchase. This can be a copy of the front and back of a cancelled check, the finance agreement, or a invoice indicating a zero balance due and receipt of payment in full.

Failure to submit all documentation will result in the rebate form being returned to you.  This could result in a rebate not being issued.
