Meeting Called to Order

Secretary Hanger called the meeting to order at 10:05 a.m.
Approval of Minutes of December 18, 2009 Meeting

Secretary Hanger called for a motion to approve the Minutes from the December 18, 2009 meeting.  Hon. Steven Kaplan motioned to approve and that motion was seconded by Ms. Virginia Brown.  The Board voted unanimously to approve the Minutes.

Minutes for March 2010
Discussion

Director Bell discussed the guidelines for the 2010 PEDA application with the opening 
round beginning on April 30, 2010, and closing at 4:00 p.m. on June 15, 2010.

The approximate amount of funds available will be $16 million which included $2.4 millon of Duquesne Light Settlement funds.

Secretary Hanger stated we could go as high as $18 million depending on any unused funds from previous projects.  Also, there is a remote probability of having $2 – 3 million of remaining stimulus funds that can be reprogrammed to PEDA.
PEDA applications this year will be online instead of paper.  These applications will be 
handled through the E-Grant process such as Conservation Works did last year.

This is a very important upcoming round and members were asked to please solicit good 
projects.  Also, they were asked to please make applicants aware that DEP is happy to 

discuss projects before the applications are due.

Ty Christy asked if there was language to help Marcellus Shale development through 
other DEP programs.  The Secretary responded that there were already a large number of 

companies investing in Marcellus Shale and that we do not want to subsidize it if it is not 

needed.  DEP is pleased with where the treatment technologies are currently.

Director Bell stated we will need time for the technical review committee to review 

projects since there may be quite a few submissions.

Mr. Miller asked when the technical review committee would meet.

Director Bell stated most likely the 2nd and 3rd week of July.

Director Bell explained the CEI project for recommendation.  Columbia County 

Commissions are requesting $306,325.00 of GGII funding through the County

Environmental Initiative for a 1mw solar project.

This would be DEP’s 5th CEI for a total of $1.3 million.

Ms. Brown motioned to approve the project and was seconded by Ms. Lynch.

Secretary Hanger announced that the next Board meeting will be held in August.  The
