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1. Forestland Protection/Avoided Conversion - examine the carbon benefit from various land conservation scenarios 
2. Sequestering Carbon In Durable Wood Products - enhance the use and lifetime of durable wood products

3. Foodshed Development Strategy – target development of a limited number of “foodsheds” that encompass the entire commonwealth that would be targeted for the sake of maximizing the utilization of locally produced and processed foods within the target region, and minimizing the use of fossil fuels in the procurement and delivery of the same.
4. Winter Biofuel Crops - Encourage winter biofuel crops as first-generation feedstocks during the transition to advanced biofuels
5. Sequestering Additional Carbon through Improved Forest Management - increase carbon stocks in forests through changes in management practices on existing public and private forestland

6. Management Intensive Grazing - create incentives and provide support for farmers wishing to transition their livestock operations from grain-intensive practices (i.e. usually requiring the importing of grain/nutrients) to continuous, management intensive grazing (MIG), which takes advantage of more local resources and increases sequestered carbon in pasturelands.  
7. Soil Sequestration From Continuous No-Till Agronomic Systems - Increase no-till from 50% to 80% [reasonable goal, with a 5% per year this can be done by 2020] and increase Continuous No-Till acreage in Pennsylvania from < 500,000 acres to 1.8 million acres by 2025. [ The 80% goal may have already been met.]

8. Manure Digester Implementation Support - support and encourage installation of manure digesters and other energy-saving and production implements on farms.
9. Community And District-scale Biomass Energy Initiatives - Increase the state’s sustainable utilization of carbon neutral, forested biomass-based energy production on the community level through “Fuels for Schools and Beyond” or similar initiatives.
10. Reforestation , Afforestation, Regeneration - increase carbon stored in vegetation and soils through expanding the land base associated with terrestrial C sequestration.

11. Regenerative Farming Practices Initiative - Increase the net carbon sequestration capacity of Pennsylvania agriculture by increasing the acres of farmland managed with regenerative cropping practices that improve the rate of biological sequestration of atmospheric carbon as soil organic matter; and by decreasing practices, and the use of products, which release carbon into the atmosphere.
12. Urban Forestry - increase carbon stored in urban forests, and thereby to reduce residential, commercial and institutional energy use for heating and cooling.
13. Wood To Cellulosic Ethanol And Electricity - Expand sustainable use of biomass energy feedstocks for electricity generation and liquid fuels production.

14. Expand The Use Of Locally-Produced And Purchased Wood Products - Expand the use of locally-produced and purchased wood products along with the inclusion of structural wood within certified green building efforts as a lower carbon alternative to steel and concrete.
