Initiative Summary: The Pennsylvania State System of Higher Education (PASSHE) has participated in the Commonwealth’s effort to purchase green energy attributes. In addition, Universities have attempted to implement small scale green energy production on their campuses for educational purposes.
Other Involved Agencies: DGS and DEP.

Possible New Measure(s): Continue to purchase green energy attributes and explore other opportunities to invest in green energy projects.

Projected GHG Reductions (Million Metric Tons of CO2 Equivalents): 

· PASSHE Alternative Energy Projects—Currently insignificant

· PASSHE Green Energy Attributes—0.04MMTCO2e
· Total Reduction: 0.04 MMTCO2e

Economic Cost:

· Green Energy Attributes—Current cost of attributes is about $125,000. 

· Alternative Energy Project—Costs vary depending on project size and technology. To date, a large percentage of the costs have been borne through grants.

Implementation Steps:
· Continue to purchase green energy attributes.

· Continue to pursue grant opportunities to fund alternative energy projects.

· Stay current with technologies available and identify opportunities for implementation where economically feasible.
