1. Introductions 
Subcommittee members, DEP staff and CCS staff were introduced. There were no other participants or public at the meeting.  Randy Strait from CCS stated that Hal Nelson is the lead for Industry Sector for CCS.  Rachel Anderson is the lead for Waste Sector for CCS. 3. Review of Quantification Memorandum
Randy reviewed the approach to the framework for analysis as found in the matrix document.  The overarching guidelines and principles are customized for each work plan.
4. Next Steps (to be completed in April)
· Finalize the list of work plans.  

· Define parameters for analysis (goals, implementation timing and parties affected)

· Finalize analytical methods, data sources and assumptions
Joe explained that the items on the matrix document will need to be discussed.  Randy said the starting point is the work plans.

George Ellis said the coal mine methane work plan was drafted by DEP and preliminary review was done by the subcommittee.  The Coal Association has distributed information through Laura.  Randy wants to make sure all meeting minutes and comments are available as part of the process for capturing everyone’s input.  Terry said the subcommittee has gathered information form DEP, interested parties, coal industry, waste industry and others.  Joe replied that an internal meeting is being held next week where discussion on ideas and quantifications will take place to address these issues.
