Strategy Name:  Retro-Commission Pennsylvania Buildings (BASED ON CA ACTION PLAN)

Summary:  
Retro-Commission all Commonwealth-owned buildings greater than 50,000 sq. ft. by June 30, 2013 and re-commission each building every 5 years after initial retro-commissioning.

Incentivize (financially) the Retro-Commission all commercial buildings in PA greater than 50,000 sq. ft. by June 30, 2013 and the re-commissioning of each building every 5 years after initial retro-commissioning.

California Successes Thus Far:

· 25 RCx projects are at or nearing completion

· The energy efficiency measures implemented to date have a verified electricity savings of approximately 10%.  Projected electricity savings for measures yet to be implemented is approximately 15%.  Projected natural gas savings is 16% 

· A total of 18 more buildings are underway (investigation phase) with 13 more buildings being advertised.
