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The meeting was called to order at 12:01 p.m. by Nathan Willcox.
I. Introductions and review of agenda:

· Mr. Willcox suggested the following agenda for the conference call:

· Introductions and agenda review
· Review of the January 30th 2009 Conference Call Minutes & a recap of where the subcommittee is heading

· Discuss existing work plans (WP)
· Discuss new policy ideas in land use and transportation

· Next steps

The members of the subcommittee agreed to the proposed agenda

II. Review of the January 30th 2009 Conference Call Minutes & recap of where the subcommittee is heading

· Mr. Willcox briefly reviewed the 1/30/2009 minutes
· Ms. Danielle Spila commented that the following bullet regarding Pennsylvania’s “Smart Transportation Initiative” is inaccurate because the initiative is more than just an education effort: “Ms. Spila re-emphasized that the initiative is strictly an education effort at this point.”  
· The above bullet will be deleted from the 1/30/2009 conference call meeting minutes.

· A motion was made by Mr. Willcox to approve the 1/30/2009 minutes with Ms. Spila’s suggested change.  The motion passed unanimously. 

· The subcommittee’s outreach effort is ongoing.  Several of the contacts were present for today’s meeting.
· Mr. Willcox noted that he still needs to contact King County Washington and the municipal associations in Philadelphia.

· Mr. Willcox suggested reviewing the time line for the next 2 weeks:

· Next Climate Change Advisory Committee meeting is on February 27, 2009. The subcommittees are expected to report (using the work plan format) on any new policies they would like the CCAC to consider.

· The TLU subcommittee will have its next conference call at 12:30 p.m. on February 24, 2009. This call will be dedicated to final review of WPs to be presented to the CCAC on Feb 27th.
· Mr. Willcox informed the meeting attendees that the CCAC is hiring an economist as well as CCS.

III. Discuss Existing Work Plans

Public Transportation Initiative

· Ms. Spila and Mr. Fauver begin the discussion of the Public Transportation Improvement WP.
· Mr. Fauver provided a background on current and expected funding and suggested that the reauthorization of the transportation bill may be of interest to this subcommittee.
· Mr. Fauver noted that federal funding is becoming more competitive.

· Mr. Karns noted that 10,000 friends is currently working on recommendations for reauthorization.

· Mr. Willcox noted that the subcommittee isn’t responsible for identifying funding mechanisms, but the subcommittee could provide a general list of possible funding sources in the WPs.

· Mr. Fauver noted that the DOT Secretary would like to see real numbers associated with the strategies.

· Mr. Kober suggested that an operations and maintenance component be added to the WP e.g. increased sequestration, reduced mowing, etc. 
· Mr. Trostle raised a question regarding cost effectiveness.  He suggested that might be a measure by which the subcommittee could narrow it’s WP submittals to the CCAC.

· Mr. Willcox noted that he would prefer not to limit the number of policies.
· Mr. Trostle noted that the CCAC will not be able to consider a huge quantity of WPs in the time frame specified for completion of the report. 

· Ms. Spila suggested that these WPs be split into the following groups: public transportation, land use, and behavioral change.

· Ms. Spila will make the following additions to the Public Transportation WP:

1.  Identification of potential (state and local) funding sources

2.  Maintenance and Operations components (see attachment, 2-13-09_PotentialStrategies_W_Kober.pdf) 

3.  Additional land use components (potentially pull from Smart Transportation approach) 

4.  Specific mention of items from Mr. Willcox's email, i.e., busway, LRT, etc. 

5.  Enhance federal funding support subsection or paragraph, i.e., adding a transportation component to Federal Climate Change Bill, reauthorization, etc. 

Land Use – Small Scale / Localized Application of Smart Growth Principles
· Ms. Spila provided the group with background and synopsis, and noted that the WP was written to focus on transit oriented design (TOD). 

· Mr. Kaiser suggested that connectivity is applicable in all the land use, transportation and behavioral WPs. 

· Mr. Willcox concurred and connectivity will be addressed in the WPs.

· Ms. Spila will modify the WP as follows:

1.  Modify summary to be less transit-specific and more inclusive of non-traditional transit (i.e., HOV, bike, pedestrian modes) and broaden text to be inclusive of the benefits of mixed-use, dense activity centers that maximize alternatives to SOV travel both to/from the site and for persons already on the site 

2.  Add aspect of access to transit from existing and new developments (i.e., high quality access from many points to existing or new development) 

3.  Broaden (or add subsection) to include locales with no or minimal transit access  

Regional Land Use Policies and Programs

·  Ms. Spila provided background and a synopsis of this WP and noted that it was written from DOT’s viewpoint, and is designed to focus on the Smart Transportation approach.   

· Ms. Spila indicated that the WP was sent to DEP for input regarding water and sewer considerations.

· Mr. Kaiser noted that the WP was designed to operate within current constitutional, legal and regulatory constraints. 
· Ms. Hensil suggested that the subcommittee consult the National Association of Realtors website (http://www.realtor.org/smart_growth.nsf) for information on their work in smart growth. 
· Mr. Karns advocated for a mechanism for land use planning enforcement authority and a planning component that links planning to implementation. 

· Ms. Spila will modify the WP as follows: 

1.  Add:   Premises are [a] transportation and [b] work within existing laws and regulations (not create new).  Retitle this work plan accordingly.   

2.  Add:   Mention of non-transportation infrastructure and environmental benefits (sewer, water, other utilities more efficient). Refer to other work plans addressing the non-transportation elements of land use.  

3.  Broaden to be inclusive of local (non-PennDOT owned) roads, stating that benefits accrue to localities regarding transportation benefits. 

4.  Specifically mention Statewide Scale of this work plan. 

5.  Add that this work plan is to encourage localities and counties to institute best practices already allowed under existing laws and regulations (transit benefit areas, education, etc.) to maximize benefits possible from the existing systems and parameters.   

Other Existing Work Plans
· Mr. Wilcox provided a quick over view of the other existing WPs for the benefit of attendees who are not part of the subcommittee.
IV. New Work Plans

· Mr. Willcox suggested that the land use WPs be split into 4 separate WPs as follows:
· Transportation Land Use Within Existing Laws and Regulations

· This is an existing WP, Ms. Spila will edit as outlined above.

· Transportation Land Use Outside Existing Laws and Regulations (Mr. Willcox and Mr. Karns will draft)
· Non-Transportation Land Use Within Existing Laws and Regulations (Mr. Willcox and Mr. Karns will draft)
· Non-Transportation Land Use Outside Existing Laws and Regulations (Mr. Willcox and Mr. Karns will draft)
· Mr. Willcox will draft a new WP regarding educational and other opportunities to increase awareness and achieve behavioral changes for personal travel

· Mr. Kober suggested a WP that addresses needed research on tranpsportation and land use issues.

· Mr. Willcox suggested that research be included in the WP implementation steps when appropriate.

· Mr. Kaiser will follow-up with Ms. Spila on the possibility of PennDOT drafting the following new Transportation WPs:

· Rail Freight – Brief discussion focused on making existing motive power more energy efficient and environmentally friendly (i.e., rehab or purchase new locomotives), effecting switch from motor truck to rail freight, and significant federal issues/regulations/laws pre-empting independent state action.  
· Aviation – Brief discussion including mention of providing for short- and medium-haul land services (intercity rail, bus) to replace need for short- and medium-length trips by air; land- and air-side improvements to enhance energy efficiency and GHG reductions; and significant federal and international issues/regulations/laws pre-empting independent state action.     
· Marine / Marine Ports – Brief discussion centered on making ports more energy efficient and reducing GHG through process efficiencies, replacing diesel-powered land-side equipment with electric-powered equipment, shore power in lieu of ship's power when in port, and significant federal and international issues/regulations/laws pre-empting independent state action.   
V. Next steps

· Revised and new plans should be sent out to the Subcommittee no later than Thursday, February 19th.
· Mr. Trostle will confirm that only WPs which were not developed by DEP prior to the first subcommittee meetings will have to be reviewed by the CCAC at the February 27th 2009 meeting.

· The subcommittee’s next conference call will be held on Tuesday, February 24th from 12:30 p.m. – 3:00 p.m.
· The conference call will be made available to non-subcommittee members’ participation on the 13th floor of the Rachel Carson State Office Building in Harrisburg.
· Mr. Trostle will follow-up with the CCAC in order to determine the call-in procedure, i.e. can those who are not on the subcommittee use the established call-in information to participate on the conference calls if Mr. Trostle is notified by a subcommittee member that a guest will be calling in or must guests appear at DEP in person?

· Mr. Trostle will email call-in information to the subcommittee and provide information regarding who is permitted to call in.
