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Meeting Minutes Compiled by Michael Baker Jr., Inc. through PennDOT Sponsorship
The meeting was called to order at 1:04 p.m. by Nathan Willcox.
I. Introductions and Review of April 27, 2009 Conference Call Minutes:

· Mr. Willcox led a short round of introductions and briefly outlined the coming quantification schedule for the subcommittee. 
· The subcommittee supplied data and suggestions for the quantification process in April. 
· May will be a quantification month for Pechan with the goal of having numbers for the full committee by June 15th.
· The April 27, 2009 conference call minutes were approved by the subcommittee.
II. Walk through revised Freight Work Plan (WP) T-8
· Ms. Green informed the group that the changes in the document (mailed out prior to the conference call) reflect input from the April 27th call and comments from Mr. Wilson and Mr. Kaiser. 

· Ms. Green will follow-up with the PA Trucking Association and American Trucking Association, and will inform Mr. Kaiser and Mr. Wilson as she receives information.
· Mr. Wilson suggested that the subcommittee continue to look at the rail freight work plan, and asked that the group provide any input, specifically in terms of goals, which would help formulate ideas that are quantifiable. 

· Ms. Green has contacts at Norfolk Southern and CSX and will follow-up with them.

· Ms. Green provided data on Norfolk Southern expansion projects in the Harrisburg and Franklin County Areas to Mr. Rob d’Abadie, and will forward the data to Mr. Wilson.
· Mr. Trostle suggested that measures which do not result in GHG reductions should be removed from this WP.  The subcommittee concurred. 
· Ms. Loftness inquired whether “buying local” was ever considered as a strategy in this WP. 
· Mr. Willcox stated that he did not believe buying local was considered as a strategy under this WP.  He suggested that the strategy be mentioned in the WP, but not quantified at this time. The subcommittee concurred.
· Mr. Schreiber suggested that buying local may be picked up by the Agriculture / Forestry /Waste subcommittee and that the group should be wary of double counting.

· Mr. Willcox will contact the AFW subcommittee chair, and depending on whether that subcommittee is including buying local as a strategy, the TLU subcommittee will add the strategy under this WP.  The subcommittee agreed on this approach and that the strategy will not be quantified at this time due to lack of information.

· Mr. Trostle suggested that the subcommittee consider adding new, cleaner rail engines under this WP.  The subcommittee agreed.
· Mr. Kober suggested that reductions from air freight and air traffic in general be further developed. 
· Mr. Willcox explained that the subcommittee determined that there was very little that could be done by the state because the airports and aircraft are regulated at the federal level. The group and the subcommittee concurred. 

· Ms. Loftness suggested looking into efforts being undertaken at companies such as FedEx and UPS.

· Ms. Green volunteered to look into FedEx and UPS freight efforts.
· Mr. Wilson suggested that the subcommittee focus on developing policies rather than looking in-depth at what others are already doing.
· Mr. Willcox proposed that Mr. Kober and Ms. Green conduct research  (Mr. Kober on air freight and Ms. Green on FedEx and UPS freight efforts) and return to the subcommittee with suggestions within the next two weeks.
· Mr. Wilson will follow-up with Ms. Green regarding the marine freight component of the WP, and will consult with Herb Packer of the Office of PennPorts at DCED to keep moving toward quantification.
· Mr. Wilson reminded the group that the data and quantification issues on this WP will need to come together in the next two weeks.

III. Walk through any additional CCS quantification questions on other Work Plans
· Mr. Wilson requested that the subcommittee confirm that the PA Clean Vehicles Program will remain at the bottom of the priority list regarding quantification, since it has already been at least initially quantified by DEP and Baker.  The subcommittee confirmed that this was the case. 
· Mr. Wilson informed the subcommittee that they will be using a report produced by Baker for diesel anti-idling quantifications.  There were no objections.
· Ms. Loftness inquired if a draft of quantification efforts for each work plan will be supplied to the subcommittee for review.
· Mr. Wilson suggested that the subcommittee review the Feebate example (sent out before the April 27th conference call) as the analyses which follow will have the same attributes.
· Mr. Wilson informed the group that the analysis will be sent for review and comment in two batches.  He expects the first batch to be sent out in the next two weeks and the second batch to be sent out shortly before June 15th.
· Ms. Spila informed the group that draft Climate Change Impacts Assessment Report recently released by DEP apparently does not include any consideration of transportation, and that PennDOT plans to submit comments on the draft report.  address this.
· Mr. Willcox will also review the Impacts Assessment Report.
IV. Adjust May / early June schedule
· The conference call scheduled for next week was canceled. 

· Mr. Trostle informed the group that the call for next week was already announced. 

· Pechan volunteered to call in and inform any members of the public of the schedule change.
· The next call will be held on Wednesday, May 20th from 9:00 – 10:30 a.m.  
· Mr. Trostle will announce May 20th meeting.

· The May 21st and 28th meeting were canceled.
· New call was scheduled for the 1st week in June (Thursday June 4th 10:00 a.m.)
