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Call to Order

Chairman Ronald Buchanan called the Cleanup Standards Scientific Advisory Board (CSSAB) meeting to order.  
The minutes from the June 15, 2010 meeting and June 28, 2010 conference call were approved, with the note that the Board offered alternative language for Chapter 253 relating to PennDOT eminent domain provisions at the June 28, 2010 call.
The board currently has no vacant seats.

Vapor Intrusion
Annette Guiseppi-Elie reviewed Vapor Intrusion (VI) Subcommittee activities and subcommittee meeting held April 27, 2011. 

Discussion concerning pre-emptive VI mitigation and added value of radon mitigation. EPA working on new VI guidance for 2012. EPA workgroup also having discussions about VI mitigation relation to radon.   
EPA has more support for using groundwater sampling for screening and less support for soil sampling and soil gas sampling for screening. 

Big picture – what are we trying to achieve. Statewide health standard (SHS) mechanism to address vapor intrusion. Need to keep SHS as a streamlined process otherwise it can become the same as site-specific standard (SSS) process.

We need a screening process for SHS but many technical concerns with all of the screening options and using generic numbers in place of site-specific analysis. 

Exposure point is indoor air but no authority to regulate total indoor air therefore guidance establishes indoor air quality values based on VI route of exposure.

For VI mitigation to be useful DEP needs to minimize post remediation care obligations and allow for mitigation system check based on engineering tests rather than indoor air sampling.

Need to establish conceptual site model for SHS VI.

New EPA J&E fate and transport model. Need to update PA version of model based on new EPA model. 

Subcommittee with continue work on drafting revision to SHS VI guidance. 

LRP Program Update

Troy Conrad briefed the board on DEP and LRP program status. 

New UECA registry coming on-line. 

Monitoring and Reporting Requirements

Changes to environmental covenant model language. For risk based site-specific standard cases, language restricting groundwater use that is limited to “drinking water and agricultural uses” may not be acceptable. May need more general groundwater use restriction.

The program is reviewing UECA monitoring and reporting requirements. Some changes made to UECA Frequently Asked Questions that reduce monitoring and reporting requirements.

Technical Guidance Manual

The substance of the regulations did not change so the technical substance of the TGM is not expected to have significant changes. 

Intend to address the issues raised in the current questions and answers (Q&As) and then eliminate the current Q&As after the new TGM is published.
Plan to have draft revisions for review of the CSSAB before next meeting.

Other Issues and Discussion 

Craig Robertson raised issue concerning current Q&A about groundwater in saturate zone below seasonally saturated zone. Current Q&A suggests this is only a groundwater issue but regulations do not distinguish. DNAPL in saturates soil can impact groundwater.

Note - This Q&A will be deleted after new TGM is published. 

TGM should address HQ streams and EV streams.
Chuck Campbell raised questions concerning chemical associated with Marcellus drilling operations, chlorides and bromides. No SHS soil standards. 

DEP is looking at this issue, but may not have SHS standards for substances that have low toxicity. Similar issue with ethanol.
