When completing the information sheet, be sure to be as accurate as possible with the description of any previous damage or subsidence.  

The Mine Subsidence Insurance Fund, a special insurance fund that has been administered directly by the State of Pennsylvania since 1961, underwrites this coverage.  Recent changes to the law that governs the Mine Subsidence Fund now allow me to offer this coverage to you.  

Similar to flood insurance, mine subsidence insurance is excluded from standard homeowners coverage.  And, just like flood insurance for those who live in a flood plain, you need Mine Subsidence Insurance if you live in an area that is undermined.
