▪ Closed to generatorsoutside the Atlantic Compact as of July 1, 2008

➢ RichlandFacility in Washington(Regional Facility)
▪ Holds a license from the State of Washington for disposal of Class A, B and 

C wastes from the Northwest and Rocky Mountain Compacts

➢ EnergySolutionsFacility in Utah (not a Regional Facility)
▪ Holds a license from the State of Utah for disposal of Class A LLRW and 

mixed waste
▪ Provides for disposal of bulk waste, containerized waste, and large 

components
▪ Seeking approval for license renewalof Class A waste, licensing of a 

Federal cell and exempted waste cell
▪ Received approval for disposal of Class A disused radioactive sealed 

source

➢ WCS Disposal Facility in Texas (Regional Facility)
▪ WCS holds a license from the State of Texas for the

disposal of both commercial and federal Class A, B,
and wastes and mixed waste

▪ Provides for disposal of bulk waste, containerized
waste and large components

▪ Annual limit on radioactivity of out-of-compact waste is
275,000 Ci

▪ Construction of new cell completed and it is
operational

▪ License renewal application review in progress
